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Introduction

New Beginnings

The most significant milestone of the Baltimore Museum of Art’s (BMA) fiscal year 2023 was the Board of Trustees’
unanimous appointment of Asma Naeem as the Museum’s Dorothy Wagner Wallis Director beginning in February 2023.

Asma is widely recognized for her advocacy of women and underrecognized artists, for her scholarship in contemporary
and American art, and for her vision and work in collections diversification. She is also the first person of color to lead the BMA
as well as the first director raised in Baltimore. She began working at the Museum in 2018, initially as the first Eddie C. and

C. Sylvia Brown Chief Curator, and had served as Interim Co-Director with Christine Dietze since June 2022. Prior to the BMA, Asma
served in multiple curatorial roles at the Smithsonian’s National Portrait Gallery and had an extensive career in law before joining
the museum field.

Under Asma’s leadership, the BMA is placing a greater emphasis on uplifting artists and bringing more local and global voices
into dialogues around art. These efforts were superbly realized last year with two major traveling exhibitions co-organized

by the Museum: A Movement in Every Direction: Legacies of the Great Migration and The Culture: Hip Hop and Contemporary
Artin the 2Ist Century. Artists were also celebrated with solo exhibitions of works by Martha Jackson Jarvis and Omar Ba,
the Baltimore, Addressed: Baker Artist Awards group exhibition, and two new artist commissions: Histories Collide: Jackie Milad
x Fred Wilson x Nekisha Durrett. Additionally, a new presentation of the American Modernism collection emphasized early
20th-cenury cultural and social upheavals though the artistic contributions of Native American, immigrant, and other historically
underrepresented artists.

Education and community collaborations are other major priorities. Last year the BMA increased outreach to faculty from colleges
and universities throughout the region and attracted thousands of students and visitors through tours and public programs.
The forthcoming reopening of the Joseph Education Center and the new BMA Lexington Market branch will further expand
the Museum’s community impact.

The BMA’s leadership and trustees are likewise committed to social justice within the Museum by providing equitable pay for staff
members and fostering an enriching work environment where they feel excited and empowered to engage our audiences, to research,
to teach, and to offer new experiences for visitors.

Our ultimate goal is to provide a welcoming space for visitors to explore, create, enjoy, and reflect upon how art can convey a sense
of place, a moment in history, and personal stories. We are extremely grateful to the dedicated staff and Board and generous donors
and Members who make everything we do possible.

Exhibitions

The BMA’s FY23 exhibitions were anchored by two major
projects that elevated the achievements of artists of
color. A Movement in Every Direction: Legacies of the
Great Migration, co-organized with the Mississippi
Museum of Art, featured newly commissioned works

by 12 renowned Black artists who offered complex and
compelling narratives on the many ways in which America
has been shaped by this diaspora. The Culture: Hip Hop
and Contemporary Art in the 21st Century, co-organized
with the Saint Louis Art Museum, brought together the
works of superb Baltimore-area artists alongside an
international roster of performers, artists, and fashion

designers to show the wide-ranging influence of hip hop.

Several compelling solo exhibitions championed under-
recognized artists. Darrel Ellis: Regeneration charted the

innovative practice of a New York-based artist whose

life was cut short by AIDS; Omar Ba: Political Animals,

the first museum exhibition in North America of work by
the Senegalese-born artist, reflected on global issues of
migration and culture; Martha Jackson Jarvis: What
the Trees Have Seen showcased a series of large-scale
abstract paintings that imaginatively traced the journey
of the Washington, D.C.-based artist’s Black militiaman
ancestor during the American Revolution; and Matsumi
Kanemitsu: Figure and Fantasy explored the early works
of an abstract expressionist artist who worked in Baltimore
in the late 1940s. Stanley Whitney: Dance with Me Henritook
adeeper look at the work that informed the mesmerizing
stained-glass windows adorning the Ruth R. Marder Center
for Matisse Studies. Recasting Colonialism: Michelle
Erickson Ceramics paired works created with historic
ceramic techniques that exposed the persistence of racism
and exploitation in post-colonial countries alongside

17th- through 19th-century Asian and European ceramics
from the BMA’s collection. Rarely shown works by named
and unidentified North American Indigenous artists were
displayed in Arctic Artistry.

We were thrilled to collaborate with John Waters and
Amy Gould and Matt Polk in presenting stellar works
from their collections in Coming Attractions: The John
Waters Collection and The Matter of Bark Cloth and to
showcase the talented visual and interdisciplinary art
winners of the prestigious Baker Artist Awards. Wild
Forms: Fauve Woodcuts highlighted works on paper by

an influential group of French artists known as the Fauves
(or Wild Beasts), and two exciting new artist commissions
resulted in Histories Collide: Jackie Milad x Fred Wilson x
Nekisha Durrett, foregrounding a new era of recognition

and support for regional artists.
